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This year has brought us yet an-
other sign of God’s initiative and in-
vasion in history. His choice to heal 
Margaret Wilson of pancreatic cancer 
was not part of our programmatic 
plans for our church family. Session 
and its ministry teams did not dream 
this one up and staff it with volun-
teers. Human hands barely even as-
sisted; prayer partners and doctors 
stood by and were amazed.  

I chuckle to myself that such gifts 
are given in this modern age. Perhaps 
our times are not so far from the era 
of the New and Old Testaments, for 
we have miracles in our midst, and 
the Holy Spirit would sharpen our 
eyes to see them. God wants the faith 
of this church family to be clear and 
trusting, even in matters of life and 
death. 

Yet our church family did suffer 
losses. We have had a host of deaths 
unexpected and new widows to com-
fort. Deacons and pastors scrambled 
to hospitals and homes wondering 
why so many and so young?  

God’s mysteries force us to fall 
into His waiting arms and live in hu-
mility under such circumstances. Still, 
we watch our new widows and the 
living sermons some have become. 
They have tears of loss mixed simul-
taneously with the joy of Christ and 
gratitude for a life given and now in 
the arms of the Lord. 2005 was a year 
of hard trials in loss and great Holy 
Spirit comfort. 

Our church has seen growth in 
two key areas this year. First, our 
children and youth programs have 
grown under the fantastic four of Cor-
rie Sands, Marcie York, Craig 

Blodgett and Greg Ehlert. Their 
teams of volunteers, their creative 
new programs and increase in num-
bers have made us more aware of 
our need for facilities that can safely 
and graciously maximize ministry. 
Prayer coverage over the kids is 
growing, while plans are being laid 
for new digs for Junior and Senior 
High. 

The second area of growth has 
been an unexpected one, for many 
new young couples in their child-
bearing years have arrived and are 
settling in. It’ s a literal baby boom, 
now in its second iteration, and our 
nursery facility will launch to the 
administration building as soon as 
possible for more and better space. 
These growing pains are a great 
problem to have. 

Prayer as a campus culture is 
slowing growing. A Saturday night 
prayer service once a month is at-
tempting to create a deeper and in-
tentional practice of prayer in musi-
cal freedom and worship as key to 
all other ministries. We will see 
what the Lord will do with this over 
the decades, for it will take con-
certed effort to teach Presbyterians, 
so strong in education, to also learn 
humble petition and praise for their 
own sakes. 

The Long Range Plan was un-
veiled, and is at this date close to  
70 per cent funded. It is a moderate 
first stage with five goals ranging 
from additions to youth space, nurs-
ery relocation, sanctuary enhance-
ment, organ expansion and campus 
upgrades. Mission partners hope-
fully will have permanent space 

among us with the 
completion of this 
plan and we will 
take our place with 
the other institu-
tions who are committed to refurbish-
ing downtown Fresno. It is our hope 
that God’s House will be better than 
our own homes. 

Tom Parsons announced his re-
tirement effective 2006, July. Our 
Session has asked that he consider 
becoming our Pastor Emeritus, that 
this able man and his dear wife will 
receive our thanks but not a perma-
nent goodbye. We hope to have the 
Parsons in our family until our Lord 
calls us home. We could not be more 
grateful for Tom and Jean’s labors 
and integrity in the ministry of the 
Holy Spirit. 
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In last year' s Annual Report, I 
asked our church to pray. I asked you 
to pray for our staff and for our 
church officers, and especially for 
your every day relationship with our 
Lord Jesus Christ. Well, 2005 was 
certainly a year marked with prayer, 
and Session witnessed great things 
that God did through prayer. We saw 
that love brought about hope, hope 
gave birth to faith, and faith, in 
prayer, resulted in miracles. 

I want you to know that a vital 
component of your Session' s charac-
ter is prayer. At the beginning of each 
meeting we spend time in devotion 
and prayer. We started the year with 
devotions based on Ben Patterson' s 
Book, Deepening Your Conversations 
With God. We learned that we are 
merely spinning our wheels if we do 
not first seek God' s will in prayer. 
God brought together a Session of 
many different people with many dif-
ferent talents. The one thing, however, 
that the elders have in common, is that 
they truly believe that God' s will is 
perfect, and they deeply desire God' s 
will over their own. Prayer has 
brought us to that common goal. 

We are so intent for God' s will to 
prevail over our own, that it is our 
practice to engage in prayer through-
out our meeting. To remind us to pray, 
an elder will periodically announce 
the affirmation, “Let us remember that 
we are in the holy presence of God.” 
Upon that announcement, we stop all 
business, and we pray. Those prayers 
revitalize and unify us. Prayer causes 
us to realize that God is with us, and 
He enjoys being with us, and prayer 
reminds us that God does the work. 
Prayer reminds us of these truths, and 
makes our time together joyful. 

Prayer is such a critical founda-
tion for the ministries of First Pres, 
that Session has established a new 
office of Prayer Elder. The Prayer 
Elder will be involved in the existing 
prayer activities, such as the Pastors'  
Prayer Partners, the Saturday Night 
Prayer Meetings and the Easter Prayer 

Vigil, and will also seek 
new prayer opportunities 
for our Congregation. The 
Prayer Elder will memori-
alize God' s answers to 
our prayers, which will 
encourage our faith and 
foster believing prayer. 

During 2005, the 
Lord has blessed us in 
many ways through be-
lieving prayer. At the An-
nual Meeting and in the 
Ministry Team Reports, 
you will hear many won-
derful things. I would like 
to name a few. 

I am amazed how the 
Lord used the prayers of 
the Long Range Planning 
Committee (LRPC) to 
reveal a vision for our 
Church. About three years 
ago, Ed Hickman challenged the 
LRPC to pray regarding our 
Church' s role in advancing the 
Kingdom and fulfilling the Great 
Commission of Matthew 28:18-20. 
As a result, a vision became clear. 
First, we were confirmed that God 
wants us to stay downtown and ex-
pand our facilities. After that deci-
sion was made, many things began 
to happen. The Bethany Inner City 
Church lost their place to worship, 
and asked us for help. We began to 
see the advancement of His King-
dom in many downtown ministries, 
which involve the members of First 
Pres; such as Hope Now for Youth, 
The Pink House, InterVarsity Chris-
tian Fellowship, The Evangel Home, 
and One by One Leadership, just to 
name a few. Was this just a coinci-
dence? 

A prayer team was established 
for the Long Range Plan. You were 
also asked to pray. And when we 
prayed, miracles began to happen. 
Through a complex and miraculous 
series of events, we acquired the old 
A-1 building next door. Our church 
can now use the entire block of M 

Street, between Stanis-
laus and Calaveras, for 
His glory. Upon the 
acquisition, Session 
laid hands on the 
building and prayed. 
We prayed for God to 
use this building to 
advance His kingdom. 
We prayed that God 
would move in the 
hearts of the high 
school and junior high 
students, who will hear 
the Gospel in this 
building, possibly for 
the first time. We then 
rejoiced and gave 
thanks to God, because 
we knew that names of 
high school and junior 
high students would be 
written in the Book of 

Life. We believe that God has a great 
plan for the ministry that will be con-
ducted in this building. 

Through prayer, God revealed a 
vision of how He has used (and plans 
to use) the talents of this church fam-
ily in building His Kingdom. This 
church has a history of educating and 
training men, women and children, to 
grow up to be emulators of Christ, and 
as a result servants and ambassadors 
of Christ. This Church has a role in 
making and sending out disciples.  

We have also seen the commis-
sion of “baptizing in the name of the 
Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit.”  
We have noticed how God has used 
this Church in healing believers, and 
returning them to their first love. We 
have seen marriages, parent and child 
relationships, pastors and others being 
healed. All of this resulted in drawing 
believers back to Christ. I feel the de-
velopment of our youth facilities will 
have a major role, because I have seen 
Christ use a child in the healing of a 
parent, and in the salvation of other 
children.  

I see our church having a great 
love for the work of missionaries. Our 
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Ministry Team Reports�
to our congregation. The Adult Nur-
ture Committee deeply appreciates 
each one. And yes, they truly are too 
many to list!

·  Purchasing Christmas gifts for 
mission partners overseas in the 
summer and for children of incar-
cerated parents in November.

Long Range Planning 
The Long Range Committee con-

tinues to encourage and support the 
implementation of the Equipping 
Church Ministry. This ministry is the 
systematic program of identifying and 
recording and then implementing the 
individual gifts of all church members.  

Uti l izing information gathered 
from interviews with session leaders 
and staff members, the Long Range 
Committee developed a long range 
master plan for the church. These plans 
were presented to the Fellowship of the 
Ordained. This is a group of members 
that have been ordained as elders and 
deacons. We then formed a task group 
to develop specific plans for immediate 
needs facing the congregation. Utiliz-
ing the skills of the architect that was 
hired to assist us, we developed a plan 
for the capital campaign. This plan is 
as follows:  
·  Relocate the nursery to ground 

level.  
·  Purchase the A-1 building, imme-
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diately to the south of the existing 
CE buildings,  

·  Move Junior and Senior High 
School programs to the A-1 build-
ing 

·  Adjust the placement of classes 
within our plant to better utilize the 
space  

·  Refurbish the exterior of the Sanc-
tuary 

·  Replace the Organ console. 
We presented this plan to session. 

They approved of the plan and we 
started the drive with an all-church 
lunch on November 6, 2005. Every 
member of the church was invited by a 
personal phone call and a ªblue bagº 
being delivered to their home by elders 
and deacons. The goal of the drive is 
$3,100,000. Our capital campaign is 
called Mission:Possible because we 
firmly believe that with God©s help we 
will be able to accomplish phase I of 
the Long Range Plan. People have been 
very generous in their support of the 
campaign not only with their pledges 
but with prayer and encouragement. 
Each week a progress report is given in 
the weekly bulletin. 

Long Range Committee continues 
to study and pray about our rich heri-
tage, our present strengths and the fu-
ture goals of First Presbyterian, Fresno.
