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Giving Trends, 2006 by Jamie Evans, Senior Pastor

The nuts and bolts of running a
church require a regular check of
the finances. This is not the most
exciting part of leadership— con-
versions, Biblical literacy and
prayer trump accounting any day
of the week. But we are stewards
of God's resources and each Fall
we take stock. Missionaries
need support, staff and facil-
ity require funds, while future
plans want seed monies for
goalsto be met.

Our trends this year show
us off the mark in the General
Fund. We have plenty of re-
serves to pay the hills, but we
would be wise to bring this to
your awareness and ask you
to pray about how to desig-
nate your giving. We would
urge al to tithe as the Lord
has called us to do, and to
move in gratitude with His
resources.

Estimates figure roughly that
our church population gives close
to $2,000,000 to loca and world
wide mission each year in outside
private giving. This is a healthy
number and we are grateful for the
effects it brings to the work of
Christ.

We also give through our con-
gregation north of $150,000 in
Designated Mission funds that our
members send to specific mission
agencies world wide, using our
Mission Team as an evangelical
clearing house. This helps us track
what our people are doing for min-
istry and what your passions are in
priority. Lastly, our Mission Team

itself gives roughly $160,000 in
genera funds vyearly to our
church Mission Partners, of
which we have just south of 50.
In years of abundance the Ses-
sion aso has asked for a double
tithe to Mission of any overage
or behest not designated. Last

year this number totaled
$80,000 in Mission giv-
ing above and beyond
the funds listed.

We dso have just
finished pledges for our
Capital Long Range
Plan. Over three years this con-
gregation has promised to give
roughly $3,000,000 to improve
our property on various levels for
ministry into the next generation.
That is $1,000,000 yearly and we
will see construction beginning
as soon as the city gives us the
nod of approval on our plans.

Lastly our general fund for
paying salaries, upkeep, and pro-
grams totals out at $1,300,000

annually. This includes Mission’s
$160,000 yearly alotment men-
tioned above. Depending on the
year between 60 per cent to 70 per
cent of these general funds go to
pay the salaries of our seventeen-
plus employees. Each summer we
fall a tad behind on giving levels
and then in the Autumn we catch
up as families return from travels.
By December we are usudly
breaking even on expenses and
giving levels.

This year we are further be-
hind than most on this Genera
Fund giving. Part of this may be
due to our Capital Fund drive and
our serious Mission giving, part to
high fuel and energy costs we all
are paying right now, and perhaps
a portion is due to our attention
focused elsewhere. We
have not had to pro-
mote stewardship for
the Genera Fund in the
past five years, for we
have experienced
amazing increases in
Tithes and Offerings
and thus were in a sea-
son of relative plenty.
We were able to divert attention to
other matters in the Fall and till
balance expenses to income.

In the overall picture, we are
remarkably blessed to be able to
fund so many missionaries, have a
stable and solid staff at full levels
and rebuild our facility all simulta-
neously. This remains a season of
grateful plenty, and yet as you can
see we have many priorities that
need funding.



WORSHIPTHE LORD IN THE
SPLENDOR OF HISHOLINESS

We were made to worship and the
church was created for worship. In |
Peter 2:5, 9 we learn that the churchisa
people ‘called out’ from the unfaithful
and the world and set apart for the Lord
as ‘the saints' or ‘holy ones.” The West-
minster Confession says, “Man’s chief
and highest end is to glorify God and
fully to enjoy Him forever.”

How do we glorify God? We do
that in worship both individually and
corporately as the body of Christ. Sun-
day morning worship is to be the
“topping off,” so to speak, of our own
individual week of worship. When we
attend church on Sundays we gather to
hear the Word of God through scrip-
ture, sermon, music and prayer. It is not
something that is done for us that we
observe as if it is a play on a stage.
Rather, it is something we actively par-
ticipate in with wholehearted exuber-
ance and grateful thanksgiving. Bob
Rognlien says in Experiential Worship,
“Authentic worship is a persona ex-
perience with the living God. God
comes to us and we
respond . . . it can
happen  anyplace
and anytime we are
loving God and
seeking Him.”

So on Sunday
mornings, do Yyou
come to church with
the expectancy that
you're going to have
a persona experi-
ence with God?
That He is going to
come to you? | hope
you do! He so de-
sires to reveal Him-
self to you. Being the great, sovereign,
King of Kings and Lord of Lords, Heis
worthy of our praise!

Y et sometimes as we come to wor-
ship we feel dry and not always praise-
ful. If we present ourselves to Him and
ask Him to fill us, He will not deny us.
We simply need to be available. There
is an old saying that goes something

like this: “God can't guide
us if we aren't moving!” |
would alter that to say, “We
can't worship God if we don't start
praising Him and we can't start prais-
ing God if we don't start speaking or
singing of His glory.” Once we begin,
we start to feel praiseful. That's God
working in usto help us praise Him.

For some of us, singing is the
way we most deeply praise God.
Reading words of praise is meaning-
ful but there is something about put-
ting it into song that really speaks to
the depths of our souls. | know be-
cause I'm one of those people! Each
week the members of the Chancel
Choir put words to song and sing of
God's praises and of the mighty deeds
He has done. We don’t sing for our
own edification but to the glory of
God.

I know if you were to ask any one
of the members of the choir they
would tell you that they don’t sing for
their own glory and adulation. Their
desire is to offer their talents
and love for music to God.
When they present their music
in worship the congregation
worships aong with them as
they listen to the music and
meditate on the words.

The effect of singing with
others is powerful. The combi-
nation of voices amost be-
comes a living, breathing, en-
tity offering adoration to God.
If that kind of experience
speaksto your soul | invite you
to sing with the Chancel Choir
on Sunday mornings. Correc-
tion! | invite you to worship
with the Chancel Choir as we “sing
and make music in our hearts to the
Lord” (Eph. 5:19).

There really isn’t a“ prerequisite”
to singing with our choir. The most
important thing | would say is, pray
over it and see if God is leading you
into this area. Just don’t ignore His
nudges. The invitation is extended to

everyone in our
church of high school
age and above. It's
an excellent way to meet new people
and get involved in our church. If
you're a beginner you won't be ex-
pected to sing a solo. (That's the nice
thing about being in a group!). The
choir is also a team. We may not be
able to do great things by ourselves but
as agroup we can.

What's ahead for those interested
in Music Ministry this fall? There is
something for everyone so | hope you'll
look for away to get involved! Chancel
Choir will be resuming rehearsals Sun-
day, September 10. Plan to try it out
this fall and come to the choir room at
9:30 am. Bring yourself and a desire to
glorify God in song! Our annua choir
retreat will be Saturday, September 23,
8:30 am. to 3:00 p.m. at Bass Lake.

Here' s a snapshot from my recent
trip to Albania along with others from
our congregation. We were in Erseke
and had just spent about seven days
working with seventeen junior high
boys and two (just two) girls from the
community in a day camp outreach.
Those days were full of a lot of
games, a lot of waking and hope-
fully a few seeds of the gospe
planted in the hearts of some ener-
getic young men and two brave
young girls.

It was our last few days and our
service for that time was to support
the women’s conference team.
Women from all over Albania came
from Friday afternoon to Sunday for
fellowship and teaching.

My friend Shelly
said of those days, “I've handled
more produce in two days than |
have in my life time.” It was a lot of
cutting of vegetables.

After the first session of the con-
ference, while we were setting up to
serve dinner, | got to greet a young
woman | have known since my first

experiences in Erseke. She was in
school then.

The Mystery of

Relationship

There are many words that we use
on a regular basis, most of which are
ordinary and straight-forward. Some-
times we can be surprised, however,
when we dig deeper into aword's his-
torical development and meaning. This
was true for me when | looked a bit
deeper into the idea of being in arela
tionship with God.

Eugene Peterson's version of the
Bible called The Message is a helpful
paraphrase of scripture. He trandated 1
John 2:15-17 as, 2Don't love the
world's ways. Don't love the world's
goods. Love of the world squeezes out
love for the Father. Practically every-
thing that goes on in the world — want-
ing your own way, wanting everything
for yourself, wanting to appear impor-
tant — has nothing to do with the Fa-
ther. It just isolates you from Him. The
world and all its wanting, wanting,
wanting is on the way out — but who-
ever does what God wants is set for
eternity.°

Not only are we not to love the
world's behaviors that dissipate our
souls, but we are to reject the underly-
ing presuppositions that give rise to
such damaging practices. Oswald
Chambers warned that we should be-

sions, we quickly isolate ourselves
from God. A synonym for isolate is
ainsulate® which means, 2to place in a
detached situation.° We easily live as
though God is not near us, with us, or
loving us. We are 2detached® from any
sense of Emmanuel, God with us.

But for the Christian, we seek to
obey the Father because the Father has
lavished His love upon us. Welisten to
Him and respond to Him out of grati-
tude and worship.

We actualy dare to believe that
He wants to have a relationship with
us. The word 2relationship® comes
from the Latin 2relatus® which is re
(again) + latus. Latus means 2carried
or born®. Oblatus means to 2fully
carry®, 2offer® or @bring before® To
have a relationship with God is to
afully offer® or 2bring before® Him our
very selves over and over again.

We are motivated to bring al of
who we are to Him because He has
first brought all of himself to us. A
relationship is a middle-voice phe-
nomenon of mutual 2bringing before®
to one another.

Our hope is that we can learn to
bring ourselves before the Father so
often, so consistently and so faithfully

that everything that 2goes on® around
us and within us is done in gratitude,
thanksgiving and worship of Him.
There is no room for compart-
mentalization in the way of the Fa-
ther. He is before all things and in

Him, al things are held together. A
Christian's prayer is for 2eyes to see”
and 2ears to hear® the Father every-
where and in everything, so that we
might always bring our entire selves
before Him.
